Its unique non-contact 
automatic corner compensation method insures 
that film is applied at the same tension at every part 
of the load. Film is elongated at a standard rate 
of 260% (higher & lower available) to give you the 
most secure loads at the lowest cost.

Orion machines use AC motors with variable fre-
quency drives for low maintenance, high perfor-
mance and maximum efficiency. If a VFD needs 
to be replaced, the IntelleVue controller allows 
automatic uploading of parameters for a change 
over that takes only a few minutes.

Orion’s RevoLogic is a exact tooth counting tech-
nology that allows Orion Flex machines to apply 
top wraps and bottom wraps more precisely than 
competitive models. When the photoeye detects the 
top of the load, the PLC begins counting teeth so 
that regardless of where the turntable is, you’ll get 
the exact number of top and bottom wraps pro-
grammed. This saves time and film.

WIDE RANGE OF OPTIONS
A wide range of options are available for Flex 
models so you can customize your machine to 
your exact application. Some of the more popular 
options include: Loading Ramp, 30" Film Carriage, 
Load Stabilizing Platen, Dual Turntable, Built In 
Scale, InstaCut Film Severance, Oversize Turn-
table, Split Base, Extended Height Mast, Extended 
Base, Cold Pack and Freezer Pack.

Murr Block

All electrical connections on the film carriage go 
through a Murr block which features status LED lights 
and quick disconnect wire termination. These fea-
tures help technicians trouble-shoot the machine and 
reduces time to replace parts.



LPA

Flex A models eliminate the need for operators to attach and cut the 
stretch film. Simply place the pallet load on the machine, and pull 
a lanyard switch while backing away. The machine will perform the 
entire wrap cycle automatically without the need for an operator to 
tie the film tail to the load at the beginning of the cycle, and detach 
it at the end. This will greatly impact the efficiency of your stretch 
packaging operation by keeping your operators busy with other 
tasks while the machine is wrapping.

The split base option is used with oversized 
loads. This option can be combined with 
the scale option to provide an accurate load 
weight.

The Insta-Cut option on Flex S & D 
models eliminate the need for operators 
to manually sever the film web at the 
end of the wrapping cycle.

The motorized top platen option is ideal for un-
stable loads. The platen lowers to press down on 
the top of the load while wrapping.

The gravity or power conveyor option allows for 
integration with infeed and exit conveyor for easy 
roll-on, roll-off load movement.
